
North Forker nails poacher, 
eligible for $500 reward 

Nov. 29, 2007—The North Fork Landowners’ Association Poaching Reward Fund has a 
winner, reports Larry Wilson in his column in the Nov. 29, 2007, Hungry Horse News. 
     According to Wilson’s report, a North Fork landowner reported a poacher for shooting 
after dark and from a vehicle, killing a deer on private land without permission, and 
hunting without a license. Wilson reports that the perpetrator was detained and fined—
qualifying the North Forker for a reward of up to $500 for “arrest and conviction” of a 
poacher, at the discretion of the NFLA board of directors. Award winners remain 
anonymous. 
     This is the first time someone has qualified for the reward, which was established in 
February 1999.
